This 23 km upgrade of the Pacific Highway commences approximately 1 km south of Viney
Creek Road West and ends just south of Booral Road, approximately 3 km south of Bulahdelah.
The upgrade will essentially parallel the existing highway with a deviation at Burdekin's Gap.

Abigroup proposes to commence the following works at the entrance of Whimbrel Drive,
Nerong in April 2008 through o early July 2008.

Works will include:

Service re-location works.

Installation of drainage lines.

Telephone box re-location (21 April 2008 — weather permitting)

Initial traffic switch onto the southern side of Whimbrel Drive, allowing for road
construction works on the northern side.

e Once the northern side of Whimbrel Drive is complete, fraffic will be switched to the
northern side, allowing for road construction works to commence on the southern side.

Works are scheduled for completion in late June 2008 (weather permitting).

Construction activities will occur Monday to Friday 6.30am to 7.00pm and Saturday from 8am
to 5pm. Nearby residents will be advised of any construction activities occurring outside
normal working hours.
